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[bookmark: _Toc395535023]Introduction
This is typically intended to follow on from exercises on Ordnance Survey Roam, where users have already had the opportunity to learn how to search, navigate, customise, annotate, save and print within Roam (all transferable to Marine Roam).  
However, this exercise can be delivered independently - it covers search, navigation, map content, annotations, save and print functions.

[bookmark: _Toc395535024]Preparation
Your users must be registered to use Marine Digimap to complete this exercise.  EDINA cannot provide any training logins for Digimap Collections. Ask your users to register at least 2 days ahead of your workshop.

[bookmark: _Toc395535025]Introducing the exercise
We recommend introducing this exercise with introductory slides on Marine Digimap. Explain that Marine Roam displays marine vector data, whereas Marine Maps displays scanned marine raster charts.

At the end of this exercise, users will be able to:
· Search using a placename
· Zoom in and out of different map views
· Move around the map by using the compass or clicking and dragging
· Customise their maps by displaying features of their choice
· Annotate a map with markers and a label
· Save their map (with annotations) within Marine Roam
· Create a PDF file of their map

1. Users are asked to recreate a map of Oronsay in Marine Roam. 

2. There are 3 suggested maps for users to create following the initial exercise.

Print, for each user:
· 1 copy of the PPTX exercise sheet – 2 pages

	Map Content

	We asked you to match the features on screen to the paper map? 

In what area of Marine Roam did you select features?
	Map Content – note that the same map data is used throughout Marine Roam, to create every map you see. 

Not all map data is displayed at every zoom level - a selection of map data is displayed that is considered appropriate for the scale of that zoom level.

You can select which features to display by scrolling the Map Content list of features and checking or unchecking boxes.

[bookmark: _Toc395535033]Oronsay
· Search for Oronsay - select Oronsay (Argyll and Bute) from the list.
· May need to pan south slightly to see the small islands to the east.
· We are at zoom level 4 (scale of 1:15000 in the Map Information area).
· Use Annotation tools to add markers and a label.
· Map Content - add in Environmentally Sensitive Area Features – note the text has not been displayed on our map (see image below).
· Save > My Maps, naming it Oronsay.
· Print A4 portrait at 1:25000 scale.
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[bookmark: _Toc395535034]Lizard
· Search for Lizard
· Select Lizard (Cornwall) from the list.
· We are at zoom level 3 (scale of 1:10000 in the Map Information area).
· Map Content – do not display the Land Cover.

· Map Content – display the Wreck Text.

· Search for Skegness
· Select Skegness (Lincolnshire) from the list.
· Pan East to see the offshore wind farms.
· We are at zoom level 6 (1:50000 scale in the Map Information area).
· Map Content – display Licenced Areas:

· Search for Portsmouth.
· Select Portsmouth Harbour.
· We are at zoom level 4 (scale of 1:15000 in the Map Information area).
· Pan south to harbour mouth area.
· Map Content – display Transportation and Routes. Do not display Land Cover.
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
